e File a report within two weeks upon return.

Submit a resume.

If you do not already have a U.S. passport, early application is strongly encouraged.
You must have a passport in hand before confirmation of your selection.

All applicants who met the requirements will be interviewed during April 11-25, 2009,
unless otherwise notified. Representatives from the Long Beach-Yokkaichi Sister City
Association will conduct interviews and select participants. Applicants will be notified of
the decision shortly after May 9, 20009.

Successful applicants must provide a health clearance prior to leaving the United States.
